●​ Condemn the use of violence in all forms at every opportunity. 

 

●​ Verbal abuse of players, match officials or opposing supporters cannot be accepted in 

any shape or form. Players or match officials should never be regarded as fair targets 

for ignorant or abusive behaviour.
